Activities on Ageing for Universities and Colleges 

INCREASE research activities focussing on seniors and present the highlights of research findings to the public and media.

CONDUCT surveys, in cooperation with seniors, for use in developing local plans and programs on aging. A parallel survey could be conducted on the preparedness of adult and other educational institutions to provide the required training.

HOLD a conference focussing on seniors’ issues, incorporating activities such as panel presentations, keynote speakers and round-table discussions, with the goal of identifying strategies for action.

ARRANGE lectures and workshops for journalists, advertisers, architects, employers, health care workers, family caregivers, volunteers, and members of local government on the implications of an aging population and possible responses.

START a scholarship fund for studies in gerontology or geriatrics.

ASSESS your campus to determine how senior friendly it is and how accessible it is to seniors with disabilities.

SPONSOR a contest for students offering prizes for the best essay or poster depicting intergenerational cooperation. Prizes could be donated by local businesses or shops, winning posters could be exhibited, and the best essays could be published or broadcast by the local media.

ACKNOWLEDGE students who are seniors.

ESTABLISH gerontology as a core subject for students of social sciences, journalism, communication and education, as well as nursing and medicine, where geriatrics may also be made a core subject.
