BACKGROUND

Population ageing is a world-wide phenomenon. Due to increasing life expectancy and decreasing total fertility rates; people are having fewer children and living

much longer: the population ages.

 According to the World Health Organisation, there are around 590 million people aged 60 and over living on our planet, today. By the year 2025

this number will have risen to 1.2 billion, of which 75% will live in the developing world. The oldest group (age 80 and over) is

increasing the fastest; up to 200% within the next 20 years. 

 Ageing also has a gender dimension :  women outlive men in nearly all societies; in very old age women outnumber men 2:1.
